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Amchors Aweigl!

Sometimes, researching and locating items of historical interest is like looking for a needle in a haystack. Judging from the
picture below, one wouldn’t think that an anchor would fall into that category but that’s precisely the story that goes along with the
Atlantic Heritage Center’s newest display item — the anchor that was once on display at Captain Starn’s Restaurant in Atlantic City’s
Inlet neighborhood. Sometime after the restaurant closed, the anchor came into the possession of John and Barbara Costello, of
Linwood, and was relocated to their home. AHC’s Assistant Museum Curator, “Boo” Pergament relates: “Sometime during this
past winter my friend, Tom Hulme contacted me. It seems that his neighbor John Dollard, who also knows me, had information
about someone who had an anchor that was formerly at Captain
Starn's Restaurant which had been decorating their lawn for the past 30
years or so. The owners now wanted to give it to any interested party
who would take good care of it. He asked Tom to get in touch with
me to see if our museum would like it. The only problem was that he
could not find the note with the individual’s name and phone number
on it. All he could recall was that the anchor was then being displayed
on that person's front lawn somewhere on Shore Road.

Tom also mentioned it to another mutual friend, Don Nyce
(who incidentally has become a part time volunteer at our museum and
donor of many items). Don took it upon himself to cruise up and
down Shore Road on several occasions looking for the anchor. He
eventually found it and gave me the location. Ruth Gold and I then
visited the owner and, eventually, with all these friends’ interest and
efforts, we were successful in having this wonderful piece of Atlantic
City Inlet history relocated to our front lawn.” Nice sleuthing]

The AHC’s next project will be to have the anchot’s surface
propetly treated for rust and then refinished for preservation. Many
thanks to the Costellos for their generosity.

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Spotlight on
the Shelves

a treasure hiding in plain sight...

The Center has many family genealogies on the
shelves. Members and researchers are long familiar with the
Somers, Scull and Conover families. This time we will discuss
a family based in Massachusetts with descendants long in
South Jersey. This genealogy book is the Foster Genealogy
Being the Record of the Posterity of Reginald Foster, an
Early Inhabitant of Ipswich, in New England, Whose
Genealogy Is Traced Back to Anacher, Great Forrester of
Flanders. Authored by Frederick Clifton Pierce and published
by W.B. Conley of Chicago, Illinois, the Center is fortunate to
have a copy from the first printing in 1899 on the shelves.

Like many older genealogies, the book lists
descendants, dates, notes and some pictures. Pierce does not
give sources for most of his information, but the book is a
good resource to outline/fill in family files. The index is an
excellent place to investigate families that have intermarried
with Fosters, and for our area the following names might perk
some interest; Sears, Sutton, Bartlett, and Ingersoll. If you
search the web for the Foster Family, you might discover later
critiques that dispute some of the descendant lists. Even with
these disputes, it might surprise the researcher that a book
over a hundred years old could possibly be a good secondary
resource in research. %

VIEWING THE VETERAN’S
HISTORY PROJECT ON LINE

The AHC is a partner with the Library of Congress
in collecting interviews from men and women who have
served our country in time of war. To date, the project has
collected over 60,000 oral interviews, and the AHC has
completed over 80, with more in progress.

To view these interviews, to read about some of the
men and women we have interviewed or to listen to the
audio interviews of some of the participants you need only to
go on line.

Here‘s how:
o  Go to the VHP site at www.loc.gov/vets .

e  When the home page comes up, you will note on
the left hand side of the page there are several
options. Choose the option “ Search the Veteran
Collections”

e  When the search page comes up, choose “Search
by contributor, interviewer affiliation” and type in
Atlantic Heritage Center in the space provided.

This will bring up all the interviews that have been
entered to date by the AHC. Remember that it will take
several months from the time of interview to have the
material on the site. Currently 57 of our interviews are
posted.

You can then click on any of the men or women
listed and go to their page to see the summary of information
gathered in the interview.

Information is provided on how to access the
complete interview. Remember that the AHC is also a
repository and maintains a complete file with copies of all
printed materials and a CD of the actual interview.

The VHP continues to expand and add to its web
site, so you may want to check in from time to time. %*

AVIATION HISTORY IN ATLANTIC CITY

Our area has two important 100 year anniversaries
to celebrate. The first, which took place July 4-12, 1910,
was a very eatly air meet. Held in Atlantic City, it attracted
national attention and huge crowds. Stars of the show were
Glenn Curtiss (who made the first flight above the Atlantic
Ocean and set a speed record) and Walter Brookins (an
employee of the Wright Brothers, who set a record for
altitude). The Atlantic City Free Public Library and the
Asbury Park Public Library (their air show was August 10-20,
1910) have done wonderful exhibits about the 1910 air
shows.  Locally, the exhibits are at the Atlantic City
Historical Museum and at the AC International Airport.

The second event took place Oct. 15, 1910, again in
Atlantic City. The airship (dirigible) America attempted to
make the first aerial crossing of the Atlantic
Ocean. Originally built in France in 1906, the Awmerica
launched on August 15, 1909 for Walter Wellman’s attempt
to reach the North Pole by air. Wellman, Melvin Vaniman,
Nicolas Popov and Louis Loud were on board. Two hours
and 40 miles into the flight, problems arose and the crew was
rescued by a Norwegian steamer. Wellman gave up that idea
and decided on the Atlantic crossing. On launch day, one
hundred local policemen, firemen, and lifeguards held the
lines steady as she rose. Unfortunately, 38 hours into the
flight, the engines failed and after another 33 hours of
drifting, having traveled 1,370 miles, they sighted the Royal
Mail steamship Trent near Bermuda. Along the way, the first
wireless messages ever received from an airship over the sea
were sent from the America. The crew safely abandoned the
Apmerica ina lifeboat and were rescued by the Trent. The
airship drifted out of sight, never to be seen again.

QUILT FAIRE STAR

Crazgy Quilt with Gloves

A colorful example of “crazy quilting”, this quilt
was sewn by the donot’s aunt, Deborah Jane Somers
Anderson [1833 — circa 1918], a descendant of John Somers,
the pioneer ancestor who founded Somers point, New Jersey
in 1693. Ms. Somers lived in the Somers Mansion until her
marriage to George Anderson in 1863.

Crazy quilts became enormously popular in the
1880s and often used scraps of velvet, silk and chintz. The
completed quilt, or just components could be orders through
the mail, and were often showcases for the seamstress’
embroidering abilities. Their popularity waned after the turn
of the twentieth century.

This example contains two white leather wedding
gloves with initials, and is dated 1886 in one block. Note the
variety of embroidered and cross stitched seams which
embellish this quilt. It was displayed at the 1988-1989 NJ
State Museum Quilt Exhibit.
